The article deals with the uniquenessof the implementation of the myth of Fran-
kenstein in the novel of Brian Aldiss «Frankenstein Unbound». The main focus is on the
mythopoetich paradigm of Mary Shelley and B. Aldiss’ novels. The images of Frankenstein
and his creation in the both novels are analyzed in comparison. The innovatory traces of
the interpretation of the contemporary writer are revealed. The paper is aimed at giv-
ing some observation of the complex system of symbolical meaning in M. Shelley’s and
B. Aldiss’s mythological plan. The central problem of the original work — the problem of
Creator’s responsibility for his Creation — is given in a special system, because of new ac-
cents which this problem obtains in the novel of the XX century writer. Aldiss’s projection
and his interest in the personality rather than in the turns of the famous plot defines a new
approachto the classical novel. One of his personages becomes Mary Shelley herself. By
that B. Aldiss provokes a collision of two mythological worlds, which symbolizes a sort of
encounter of the reality of the nineteenth and twenty-first centuries. The article reveals the
topicality of M. Shelley’s characters which help to consider nowadays problems.
